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South Korea possesses three lodges holding 
charters from the Grand Lodge of Scotland.  
The first of the Scottish lodges, Lodge Han 
Yang  #1048, was established in 1908 by 
British, Canadian, and American miners, 
merchants and missionaries and meets at 
the Seoul Club in Seoul on the 2nd and 
4th Wednesday of every month.  The other 
two Scottish Lodges meet in Pusan and 
nearby Pyongtaek. 
 
Han Yang Lodge is a cosmopolitan Lodge, 
made up of members from Korea, the UK, 
Australia, Canada, the United States, the 
Philippines and France.  Regular visitors hail 
from Bulgaria, Hong Kong, Spain, Finland 
and other distant lands.
